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Universal Health Care should NOT be used...


Everyone’s’ faces light up at the mentioning of a Universal Health Care plan: a government run program to ensure medical care to everyone, regardless of possession of insurance. Everyone would be capable of taking free visits to the hospital even for the smallest of sicknesses, or just for checkups. Sounds like the ideal world, huh? That is what those in favor of a Universal health care want us to believe. In fact, Universal Health care would barely benefit, or not benefit at all, the United States. Though it sounds promising, a Universal Health Care would be very unsuccessful in the US because it would take a long, difficult period of time to make this change, no government-run plan has worked effectively, and the number of doctors and available medical professionals would decrease, ultimately leading to a disaster in the US.


The US, at the moment, is in use of a generally non-government run medical care system, and changing to a Universal Health Care system would take an extremely long period of time and money. Why? The Universal Health Care system is estimated to cost at least about 10-100 billion dollars. With the whole insurance and premium system working in the US right now, a shift to this government run health care system would bring tremendous difficulties both socially and economically. If a Universal Health Care was used, all companies in private health care systems would be forced to close down and employees and employers in that area would be ruined. Also, the billions of dollars spent from the universal health care program would have to come from somewhere. Just like every other government run system, what better way to get money for this plan than by increasing taxes? Income taxes and even daily paid taxes would increase greatly, leading to economic downfall. Even shifting to this new plan would mean facing many obscurities.  


Every single government run system in the US, without any exception, cannot be run efficiently; so how can we expect the government to run the entire medical care system efficiently? DMV, a government run driver’s program, lacks quality of service, hence the 40 minute wait at the waiting line. It’s no wonder that in Canada, the rich people come to the US for better hospital treatment and quality. Canada is in use of a Universal Health Care system, and though it has been economically successful, the hospital quality in that country is far more degraded than the hospitals the US has now. Think about how long each procedure would take; the government would have to decide which prescriptions could be given, and which operations could be undertaken, and meanwhile all those sick patients are suffering. The universal health care plan would lead to a close-down of all private care associations, which is often a promising job for many to-be-doctors. Obviously, this would lead to a decrease in the number of available doctors, meaning that a universal health care system is highly superficial. 


A universal health care plan would seem like, unquestionably, a promising and hopeful system that would benefit the whole of the US. But there are way to many potential dangers of this program to risk. From inefficiency of service, to a social and economic disruption, many difficulties are bound to occur with the use of a universal health care system. Because of all of the flaws in its supposedly smooth-running and effective plan, the universal health care should not be used in the US.
